Roopu meaning ‘group’ and Pourewa meaning ‘lookout’ to 
suggest that the group of schools will be ‘looking out’ for all our students. At present, we are examining our 
data to identify the ‘achievement challenges’ that will form part of our detailed application.  

It is government policy to establish Communities of Schools throughout the country. Minister Parata sees the 
fact that there are already 1000 schools – which represents 40% of all schools -  involved in Communities of
