Viewing Inappropriate Content Online

It's not easy, but eventually you will need to have a conversation with your children about what K’%ﬁggers,
they might see online. Many children don’t go to their parents when they see something they TGrGJs"td
perhaps shouldn’t have seen, for fear that their parents will be angry at them, and take away
their devices or internet access. If your child comes to you with this type of issue, the best thing

to do is to respond calmly and be open to discussion. Let them know you are there for them and are ready
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to answer any questions without judgment.

Communicate with your child:
Let your kids know that they can always come to you if something is bothering them, or if they have

guestions about anything they have seen online.
Let them know that its totally normal to be curious about sex. Direct them to positive online resources

like Brook and Thinkuknow. Thinkuknow is particularly good for younger children, and it includes
different, age-appropriate sites for different age groups. You may find it helpful to look through the site

together and discuss some of the issues.

Steps you can take to block inappropriate content:
Set filters to block inappropriate content like pornography. Your ISP (internet service provider) should

L)
provide free parental controls, as should most gaming consoles. These are usually pretty easy to set up.
Set Google to “safe” mode so that your children won’t inadvertently see inappropriate content in search

results.
Install an ad blocker to prevent viruses that might have inappropriate content.
